A An SAP BusinessObijects Publication includes the following
components:

Publication source document(s)
Desktop Intelligence (XI R2 and higher)
Crystal Reports (X1 3.0 and higher)
Web Intelligence (XI 3.0 and higher)

Recipients, or subscribers

Personalization, applied via a profile (XI R2 and higher) or dynamic
recipients (XI 3.0 and higher)

Destinations (InfoView
Inboxes & folders, email, file servers, and FTP servers)
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How Is This Accomplished?

A Single-pass report bursting

A single report is processed once against
the data source, for efficient use of
database resources. This is in contrast to
the BusinessObjects Enterprise Schedule
For feature, which processes a report
multiple times, once per each recipient.

Publications control what information is
received by a subscriber but do not
secure the ad hoc environment with row
level security. To secure ad hoc
environments, create restriction sets for
your universes using Designer (not
covered in this presentation).

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How Is This Accomplished (cont.)?

A Multiple Interfaces

A Publications can be created and managed using either the Central
Management Console (CMC) or InfoView. A publisher can be an
administrator, data analyst, or end-user.

A Integrated scheduling and distribution

A Publications are fully integrated with the BusinessObjects Enterprise
platform, which provides built-in scheduling and distribution features.

A Existing publications and profiles can be migrated from XI R2 to XI| 3.x
using the Import Wizard

A Import Wizard does not migrate Publications; however, Desktop
Intelligence documents and profiles are migrated

A Many Desktop Intelligence documents can be converted to Web
Intelligence using the Report Conversion Tool

A Existing profiles (specifically profile values) are for Desktop Intelligence
and require some maintenance to filter Crystal Reports and Web
Intelligence source documents
